On September 5, 1975, Lynette "Squeaky" Fromme, a member of the Manson 
Family cult, attempted to assassinate President Gerald R. Ford in 
Sacramento, California.   She wanted to make a statement to people who 
refused to halt environmental pollution and its effects on air, trees, water, 
and animals. 

Although Fromme stood a little more than an arm's length from Ford and 
pointed a .45-caliber Colt pistol at him in the public grounds of the California 
State Capitol building, she had not chambered a round and the gun did not 
fire.  Fromme was convicted of attempted murder and was sentenced to life 
in prison in West Virginia.
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
